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Distribution of Horticultural Equipment
to 60 Gardeners in Parwan by the
National Development Corporation

The National Development Corporation, within
the framework of the Horticulture Capacity
Enhancement Project in Parwan Province,
distributed a complete set of horticultural tools
and equipment to sixty (60) eligible gardeners
of the province.

At a ceremony attended by the District
Governor of Shinwari District, the supervisory
delegation of the Ministry of Agriculture,
Irrigation and Livestock, and officials from the
Parwan Provincial Department of Agriculture,
modern horticultural equipment was handed
over to the gardeners covered by the project.
The equipment, with a total value of 46,712
Afghanis, was financed jointly, with 70

percent of the cost covered by the National
Development Corporation and the remaining
30 percent contributed by the gardeners
themselves.

The distributed items include: one four-meter
aluminum ladder, ten -14kilogram baskets,
one single-wheel wheelbarrow, five (5) reed
baskets, one -250volt five line solar panel, one
local cooler stand, twenty meters of electrical
cable, a wooden frame for storing produce,
seven (7) meters of plastic for surrounding the
produce collection frame, one five-kilogram
gas cylinder with one gas stove, one sulfur
spice-mixing bowl, one pruning shear, one
Taiwanese saw, and one -20liter sprayer.
According to officials, this complete package is
effectively considered a (small factory)for the
initial processing and drying of horticultural
products. It is expected that through the
effective use of this equipment, both the
quality and quantity of products will increase,
and that by reducing processing costs and
increasing shelf life, the economic value of the
products for gardeners will be improved.
